Sikkim is surrounded by the Himalayas. It’s best known for wild, mountainous beauty, forest 
temples, chanting monks, flickering candles and flying prayer flags. And, in botanical circles, Sikkim 

is famous for the diversity of its indigenous flora. Rhododendrons, orchids, magnolias and much more 
will be in bloom when we are there.  

We also visit Darjeeling, a British hill station surrounded by thousands of hectares of tidily trimmed 

tea plantations. Darjeeling produces a quarter of India’s tea including some of the world’s best 
brews.  

On this journey there are gentle day walks of up to 10 kilometres, temple visits, charming 
accommodation, our own bus and driver and an expert local plantsman as our guide.
